Here's how to adapt finders to cover the fields of telephoto lenses 

Because telephotos decrease the size of the field covered by your camera, convenience demands some 
method of providing a similar reduction in the field shown by your camera finder. Except as noted above, 
all Cine-Kodak Cameras for which accessory lenses are recommended have such a provision. If your 
camera does not, however, you can still use accessory lenses conveniently by making simple masks to alter 
the standard finder. The figures in the table 
at right are factors by which the height and 
width of available finders should be multi­
plied Ia obtain the sizes of finder masks for 
lenses of Ianger focal length. 

To mask a finder that shows the field of a 
25mm. lens Ia shaw the field of a 40mm. lens, 
far example, the table indicates that bath 
dimensions should be multiplied by 0.62. 
Thus, if the original dimensions of the finder 
ore 1 x% inches, the finder should be masked 
to leave a center opening 0.62 inch wide by 
0.46 inch high.
